Texas.  
 
Department: Public Works/Inspections     
 
Subject:  All buildings or structures which are unsafe, unsanitary or do not provide 
adequate egress or which constitute a fire hazard or are otherwise dangerous to human 
life or which in relation to existing use constitutes a hazard to safety or health are 
considered unsafe buildings. All such unsafe buildings are hereby declared illegal and 
shall be abated by repair and rehabilitation or by demolition in accordance with the 
provisions of the Liberty Code of Ordinances. 
 
Background: The structure at 404 Texas is secured and the property is not maintained 
on a regular basis. The building structure or portion thereof is in such a condition that it 
constitutes a public nuisance. This determination is based on the lack of adequate 
sanitation, structural hazards, faulty construction materials, hazardous or unsanitary 
premises and inadequate maintenance. 
 
Fiscal Impact: If not demolished by the property owner, the City will incur the cost of 
demolition of the structure and will place a lien on the property for the demolition and 
associated costs.   
 
Staff Recommendation: Staff recommends that the structure at 404 Texas be declared 
a public nuisance and demolished within thirty (30) days. It is also recommended that if 
not demolished within the thirty (30) days, the City Manager or his designee is 
authorized to secure the demolition. 
 
Purpose: To eliminate a hazard to public health, safety and welfare.
